Communists weight into debate: Keep NBN fully public

The public-private partnership nature of the planned NBN is a blow to the national interest, according to the
Communist Party of Australia. The CPA has commended the Federal government for “biting the bullet™ and
deciding to pursue the $43bn FTTP build, but remains sceptical of a continuing “cycle of privatisation™ —
saying the NBN should be a fully public network forever.

“The federal government would have us believe it 1s taking charge of a vital piece of new infra-
structure and reasserting the role of government in ensuring that the growing communications
needs of the community are met. But old habits forced on governments by corporate interests die
very hard and it 15 clear that public enterprise is not making a comeback anytime soon,” the CPA
wrote in its weekly newsletter, The Guardian.

“The decision to make this “nation-building” project a “public-private partnership™ is a major
blow to the public interest. If the people of the world have learned anything over the past two dec-
ades 1t is that the private sector does not do a better job for the community by running its services
for profit.” it said. The CPA said that change was necessary to “fix the current system”, which it
said 1s run by “price-gouging monopolies largely responsible for the second rate system Australia
endures at the moment.”

From the other side of the political spectrum, only last week the Liberal Party argued against the public-
ownership element of the NBN. Shadow Treasurer Joe Hockey said the NBN created a new fault line in tele-
coms and politics, re-opening the debate over whether the public sector should be expected to bear the risks
network investments — which had until recently been the domain of the private sector.
